1. Definitions

The capitalized terms used in this MSA have the same meanings as in Article 1 of the attached Well Services Contract(s) (hereafter “WSC”), except that:

1.1 "Notice" means a communication delivered in accordance with Paragraph 5 below.
2. Purpose of MSA

The Parties consider that it is in their best interests and the best interests of their Affiliates to minimize the negotiation of oil and gas well services contracts and to utilize consistent terms and conditions for such contracts. For these purposes, the Parties wish to use this MSA and the attached WSC for their global operations.

3. Non-Binding (Alternative: Binding) Nature of MSA

Alternative 1

This MSA is a non-binding arrangement between the Parties which reflects the spirit and intent of the Parties to actively distribute and promote the use of the WSC amongst themselves and their  Affiliates.

Alternative 2

This MSA is a binding agreement between the Parties and their Affiliates.

4. Well Service Contract

Alternative 1

The Parties consider that the attached WSC is an appropriate model contract to use as a template for all contracts that they or their Affiliates may enter into in various jurisdictions (Optional: , excluding the United States).

Each Party commits to provide the other Party with as much advance Notice as is practical of their or their Affiliate's intention to depart from the use of the WSC. Such Notice shall have no effect on contracts actually entered into between the Parties or their Affiliates, whether before or after such Notice.

Alternative 2

The Parties agree that the attached WSC shall form the basis of how Work is carried out in various jurisdictions (Optional: , excluding the United States), subject to the negotiation and agreement of a specific written work orders that shall amend and revise the attached WSC as appropriate.

Alternative 3
In order to facilitate the use of the WSC in multiple countries and under different systems of law, (Optional:  , excluding the United States), the Parties agree that the following Articles in the attached WSC may be freely negotiated by them and their Affiliates when executing a contract based on such WSC:

5. Notices

Notices under this MSA must be written in English, be addressed or sent in accordance with the receiving Party's contact information provided in the beginning of this MSA, and be delivered by (1) hand, (2) courier, (3) facsimile which provides confirmation of receipt of complete transmission, or (4) e-mail which is affirmatively acknowledged by the addressee, who shall have an affirmative duty to acknowledge promptly that the e-mail has been received. A Party may change its contact information by sending a Notice to the other Party. 

Such Notices shall be effective if delivered by hand or courier, at the time of delivery; or if delivered by an electronic means of transmitting written communications, the first Business Day at the recipient’s address following the date of complete transmission.
